Students have been assigned to a math group.
Please check your child’s planner, frequently ask to see their
homework and inquire about how they are doing with newly
taught concepts.

In Social Studies, students are studying the history,
government, economy, and culture of Mexico. There will be a
quiz covering Mexico on Thursday, February 11.

In Science, students will participate in graphing
activities.

In English Language Arts, students will continue the
paired reading novel study.
