MATH: Each day your child will receive a math assignment.
Please check your child’s classroom calendar to stay
informed on what lesson your child is completing.

SOCIAL STUDIES: Students will continue to understand the
differences between GPS and GIS and how these tools assist
geographers and scientists.Additionally, students will learn
how to read and analyze a climograph.

SCIENCE: Students will continue the ecosystems unit of
study. The unit consists of an understanding of concepts,
such as biodiversity, biotic and abiotic factors, consumers,
producers, decomposers, symbiosis, predators and prey.
